Minutes of Council Meeting
Wednesday 23rd August 2000

1. Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence were received from Professor Bengt š wall, Professor H Weber, Professor B Tassarotti and Dr Ruiz-Cappillas.

2. Minutes

The minutes of the Council meeting held in the Carmona Room, Hotel Melia Sevilla, Seville, Spain were approved after the Honorary Secretary asked for the following corrections: Professor W Kalk was present; Welfare should be spelt with a capital letter.

3) Matters Arising from the Minutes

There were no matters arising.

4. Scientific Programme

The President reported that he had a very sound financial meeting and had not needed to make use of the small loan to help pump prime the meeting. However he felt this could be very useful in the future for other Presidents.

The President reported that there were 121 abstracts, 54 oral presentations including 10 invited papers from key note speakers and 67 poster abstracts. The invited speakers would all lecture in the main theatre and there would no parallel sessions during these presentations. There would be a separate poster session to give delegates the opportunity to view the posters leisurely. It was anticipated there would be about 240 delegates to the meeting.

The Honorary Secretary reminded future Presidents that it would be necessary to record the number of EPA members separately and send the honorary Secretary a list of these members. This had been added to the Presidents information pack. This was required not so much for checking the financial dues for the EPA but more with seeing which members supported the EPA and possible future Honorary Membership.

The Honorary Secretary added that Quintessence had continued to support the EPA prizes as this was the UK company and it was easy for him to contact the company. Dentsply on the other hand was funded by the parent company and he had not been able to contact the correct person and had no response to his letters. He had though now made contact with the UK company who had raised a cheque for this year and would help with future communication. This had meant that the Honorary Treasurer who had been the winner in 1999 had not received any prize money although his name had been added to the shield. Dr D Davis said he was quite happy with the honour and did not require the EPA to fund the prize.

1. Report from Chairman of Board of Trustees

Dr W Murphy announced that he had just been elected as chairman of the Board of Trustees. He reported that the Trustees had felt they were unable to recommend a new Trustee at the present time as they required further information. He invited members should they wish to propose a new Trustee they should write to the Honorary Secretary within one month. He stated that the Trustees would bring a name to the Council meeting next year for Councils approval.

He then went on to give details of the EPA Travel Grants reminding Council that it had been agreed last year that the sum should be reduced to £1000 and shared between 2 applicants. It would be for travel and accommodation and the host country would be expected to admit the applicants free of charge to the scientific programme.

Dr W Murphy informed Council that the Honorary Secretary had suggested that Council should suggest 5 or 6 Countries each year to whom the Honorary Secretary would write to the National Prosthodontic Association asking for a nomination and reasons for the nomination. The nominee would have to be active in teaching or research. The Honorary Secretary and Treasurer, and if needed the President, would pick 2 from the replies who would be invited to attend. Finally he concluded that the Trustees had agreed to rename the award the Sidney Barrett Travel Award.

Council accepted this recommendation and the Honorary Secretary would send the information to members.

6) Honorary Secretary's Report

The membership of the Association last year had stood at 522.

During the year the Hon Treasurer had requested 49 members to be removed for non-payment of membership fees for 2 years, 6 had resigned and Sydney Barrett had died last year. The membership now stood at 488 with the 20 applications this year.

Members represented 41 different countries (29 European plus Australia, Canada, Chile, Israel, Japan, Jordan, Korea, Libya, New Zealand, Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, USA).

At the end of the conference, Dr Josef Vacek sponsored by the Czech Republic Society for Prosthetic Dentistry would become President and Professor Warner Kalk would become Immediate Past President. Professor Vjekoslav Jerolimov sponsored by the Croatian Society for Prosthetic Dentistry would become First President Elect. The following are the Past Presidents who sit on Council:- Dr Arturo Ruiz-Capillas, Professor Antti Yli-Urpo Professor Bengt Öwall, Professor Heiner Weber and Dr Bill Murphy.

The elected members of Council were at present Dr Wieslaw Hedzelek (1998-2001), Professor Atilla User (1999-2002). Dr M Bartala (1997-2000) had completed his term as elected council member.

A nomination was therefore required to serve on Council from 2000-2003.

Dr BJ Smith had been nominated for election.

Professor E Poyzagolu, President in 1993, had now completed his period of service on the Council and the Honorary Secretary expressed the members gratitude for all he had done for the EPA over the past eight years. He had been a valuable asset to the Council and to the EPA.

Dr Richard Welfare and Dr Peter Likeman were willing to stand as Secretary and Editor respectively for another year. Dr D Davis was though steeping down. Dr M Packer had been nominated for the Honorary Treasurer post

Dr Bill Murphy sits on council as the Chairman of the Joint National Committee.

The President then thanked those members who were retiring from the Council this year and the Honorary Secretary's report was accepted.

He reported that he hoped to go to Croatia early next year to visit the venue for 2002. He also commented that the EPA’s Annual Meeting had been advertised in various publications, The International Meetings Association, ICCA and HCCA publications.

The EPA continues to be a sponsoring organisation of the Journal of Prosthetic Dentistry and the subscription rate for 2000 and 2001 is $60.50, and for 2002 $82 plus postage if subscribing as a member of the EPA. There had been a short article in the Journal in July of this year giving an account of the history and mission of the Association.

The Honorary Secretary reported the EPA internet site continues to grow and he was buying software to enable him to update the site more regularly. It was hoped in future to have pictures of the Trustees and Council members on the site.

He reported that there were no travel awards this year partly because the details had not been finalised and also because the EPA owed more Journal subscriptions than had been collected. This had happened because of failure to remove members quickly when they failed to renew their subscriptions but they continued to receive their journals. It was also not known which journal year was being paid because of the time lag in collecting subscriptions.

There were 2 applications for the Rowland Fereday Award Dr L Himlova, Prague Czech Republic and Dr J Nawrocka-Furmanek, Warsaw Poland. The Trustees had decided to divide the award of £1000 between them.

Finally the Honorary Secretary reported that he had circulated details of Sydney Barrett’s memorial service and a good number of Members had attended what had been a very moving service. He reported that he had liaised with Professor Spiechowicz and Sydney’s sons to agree a tribute in a Polish journal.

7) Honorary Treasurer's Report

The Honorary Treasurer presented a statement of receipts and payments for the period January 1st - December 31st 1999. The Honorary Treasurer explained that there was no signature from Dr H Preiskel was in hospital when the accounts required auditing. Fortunately Dr H Preiskel is now recovered but Prof R Watson, a member of the Society, acted on his behalf. Expenses were slightly greater than income mainly on account of not having received any income from the last conference although this was expected shortly. He had again not been required to take money from the deposit bonds to pay for prizes but felt that it was likely this would be necessary in the following year. He felt the Association was in a good financial position and did not recommend any increase in subscription.

The accounts were adopted together with a vote of thanks to the Honorary Treasurer for his term of office.

The Honorary Secretary pointed out that it had not been tradition to have an item on the agenda for the appointment of a new Honorary Treasurer. Mark Packer was nominated by Dr B Murphy and seconded by Dr D Davis for his name to be taken forward to the Annual Business Meeting.

8) Honorary Editor's Report

Dr P Likeman stated that he always believed that the honorary Editors report was that of the proceedings and he tabled the proceedings from 1999 which were due to be distributed. He apologised for the thinness of the proceedings which was on account that many of the Spanish papers had not been in English and were therefore not included.

The Honorary Editor announced that he was prepared to continue but he desperately needed help. Dr D Cheshire had been suggested but nothing had materialised. He agreed to investigate the possibility of placing the proceedings on the web page. The Honorary Secretary reminded Council that the Trustees had again suggested that a news letter were placed on the web. The Honorary Editor agreed and asked for news to be sent to him.

9) Joint National Committee, Chairman’s Report.

Dr W Murphy informed Council that the group would be meeting immediately after Council meeting. However as there had not been a meeting last year he had nothing to report.

10) Glossary of Prosthodontic Terms

The Honorary Secretary announced that The Editorial Council in co-operation with the Academy of Prosthodontics wished to invite The Association to become a sponsor of the 7th edition of the Glossary of Prosthodontic terms in order to help form a common dictionary.

Council agreed that they supported the request and nominated the Honorary Editor to be the Association contact. Dr P Likeman agreed to represent the Association. The Honorary Secretary agreed to write to the Editorial Council informing them of the decision.

11) 25th Annual Conference, Prague, Czech Republic, 2001

Dr J Vacek announced that preparations were well in hand and the conference would be held in the National House, Vinohrady in the centre of Prague which was easily accessible by public transport. There were approximately 20 invited speakers. Hotels and accommodation of various standards had been booked and a social programme arranged. He would shortly send out the fliers to all members of EPA and CAPD and all dental schools of Europe.

The President wished Dr J Vacek well with his preparations and suggested that the EPA formed a more detailed help booklet for incoming Presidents. The Honorary Secretary applauded the proposal and requested that the President should contribute the standard letters he was suggesting, to start off the help journal.

12) "Oxford" Lecture 2001, 2002

The First President Elect and the Second President Elect had chosen their Oxford Lecturer and in 2001 it would be Dr R Renner and in 2002 Professor T Hamada.

13) 26th Annual Conference, Cavtat, Dubrovnic Croatia, 2002

Professor V Jeroliminov’s announced that he looked forward to welcoming members to Cavtat, Dubrovnic in Hotel Croatia 26th - 28th September 2002. He would arrange for the Honorary Secretary to come and visit the venue early in 2002.

14) Future Conference Venues

The Honorary Secretary announced that there were proposals from Switzerland, Turkey and Poland. All were supported by their local Associations and the proposed dates were Switzerland in 2003, Poland and Turkey were both suggesting 2004. The Honorary Secretary suggested that as the conference had already been held twice in Poland that this should be considered for 2005. The Swiss proposal was for Professor Belsen to be President. Council agreed that 2003 would be Professor UC Belser in Switzerland and further consideration would be given to Turkey 2004 and Poland 2005 next year.

15. Any Other Business

There had been no further advance on a joint meeting with ICP and the President agreed to consider it further. There being no other business the meeting was closed.
